This year the school has worked hard to increase the number of sport opportunities. We have enjoyed a swimming 

gala, several football matches, a cross country tournament and a variety of specialised festivals for the younger children. 

Ropley CofE Primary School is now a member of the ‘Alton Cluster’ which means we will have access to a greater 

number of sporting opportunities next academic year (and in the summer term!) – watch this space! 

Music Opportunities 

The school is currently looking at grants to improve our music offering. From September, our music curriculum will 

include ukuleles, recorders, boom whackers and a variety of percussion instruments. This will be supplemented with 

ongoing peripatetic lessons and a school choir which we hope to develop further. 

Class Structure for Next Year 

After a lot of hard work, we are delighted to announce that we will be moving to seven classes in September with 

NO MIXED AGE TEACHING! This is fabulous news for the children as it means class sizes across the older 

children will reduce from 35 to 27. It also means the curriculum can be more tailored to individual year groups and 

we can now have a streamlined approach of progression from Year R through to Year 6. There are huge advantages 

to this in different subjects: for example, British history from next year will be taught in chronological order giving the 

children a far deeper understanding of chronology. We will be providing more details about this in the summer term 

but we hope you agree that this is a great step forward for the school to support children both pastorally and 

academically. 

Trips, Events and Enrichments 

Some of you will be aware that the school is adjusting the process for trips next year. One change will be the 

pantomime which is not going to be on offer next year. FROGS and the school paid over £4000 this year for the 

pantomime trip, and whilst both performances were a lovely experience for the children, we feel it is not the best use 

of school funds or parent fundraising. The pantomime will return in the future but it will fall under an optional trip 

offer. Instead, all children from next year can look forward to two curriculum related trips, at least one workshop in 

school and a whole school visit in the summer. In September, you will receive letters about all school trips to help 

spread the cost for parents.

There will also be some optional visits which will not fall under the curriculum. For example, this might be an outing 

to watch Vitality Blast (Twenty-Twenty) cricket at the Utilita Bowl, a day’s kayaking and canoeing in Botley or taking 

part in the Big Sing at the O2. There will be different offerings each year and the pantomime will come under this.  

I hope the developments outlined sound exciting but I wanted to reassure parents that whilst a new headteacher 

always brings some change to a school, the heart and essence of what makes Ropley CofE Primary a fantastic school 

still remains. The staff at the school, the parents and of course, the children, help to make this school a special and 

unique place. As the headteacher I will not always get things right: I am human after all, but I will continue to reflect 

to ensure we offer the very best for all of our pupils. I look forward to the next six months and continuing to work 

with our great community.
